Materials Needed: LCD projector, iPad dongle
Objective:  Students will create questions that can be used as a review of a unit, concept, for character analysis, or as a quiz.
Introduction:

Depending on your subject, you may wish to use this app as an opening for lesson, review, for lessons, or as a collaborative project with partners or groups.  The idea is that teachers and students will create question and answers/distractors using text and/or pictures.
Guided practice:
The work done with the app will need to be demonstrated to students.  It’s relatively simple to use, most students and teachers will get questions, answers, and distractors together in minutes.  If you would like for your students to create the question following a procedure similar to this may be useful:

1. Assign groups of students to work together

2. Have them create 2-3 questions and answers for your current subject. 
3. Demonstrate how to input questions and answers (depending on your subject, you may or may not want to use pictures as answers/distractors).
4. When students are done, check their questions and allow them (a group at a time) to input the questions and answers into the app.

Independent work:
The nature of this app is to work independently ahead of time.  If you decided to use it as a teaching tool, you’ll need to spend time before your lesson to plan the questions and answers and use it.
Conclusion:
This is a fantastic app to help engage students in being apart of the lesson and helping to assess their learning (if you decide to use it this way).  As a teaching tool, this provides an interactive, engaging way to assess prior knowledge, review concepts, and test concept understanding.
Enrichment:
For those students that complete their work (correctly) on time, this app would be a great use of time to have those students create a question that the class can end the period or session with as opposed to just sitting while the rest of the class finishes their work.

Text Directions for Using ChoiceBoard Creator app on iPad (from developer):

Creating a New Activity

1. Tap the “Create Activity” button from the Main Menu.

2. Tap on “New Activity…” to start creating.

3. Select the number of boxes per page. (3 is default)

4. Tap on + or – to adjust box size.

5. Tap on the boxes to download images from various sources. (camera, camera roll)

6. Tap on the musical note to download a reward sound clip to each box (each box can now have its own reward audio). If no custom sound clip is downloaded, the default sound clip (applause) will be set as the auditory reward.

7. Tap on check marks to preset the “correct” boxes.

8. Once you are done with one page, choose “add pages” to create more pages. The previously set box size will apply automatically to subsequent pages.

9. Press “save activity” and you are ready to play!

Starting a New Activity

1. Touch “Start Activity” button from Main Menu

2. Choose from a list of activities and have fun!

Editing an Activity

1. Tap the “Create Activity” button from the Main Menu.

2. Choose activity from the list and edit.

Deleting an Activity

1. Tap the “Create Activity” button from the Main Menu

2. Tap “Delete Activity” and the red buttons will appear next to the list of activities.

3. Select activity an tap “Delete.”
