Lesson plan for implementing Weather Channel+ into the classroom
Date: 
Teacher:
Standard(s):
Objective:  Students will find the mean, median, and mode of various cities around the world using the weather channel+ application on the iPad.
Introduction:
As a warmup, have the students have a guess as to what the current temperature is outside in your area.  Once they have written down that number, have 5 to 7 students respond out and give their number.  The instructor will write down these values and, as a class, determine the mean, median, and mode of the class guesses.  Discuss in a think-pair-share about how the mean, median and mode compare to their individual values.
Guided practice:
As a class, using the iPad weather channel application, determine what the actual temperature is outside and discuss how this compares to the values that the students came up with.  The following is a differentiation based on accessibility:
1 iPad for the classroom
With students in small groups, give each group 3 to 5 minutes to search for a city around the world and write down the extended forecast highs and lows.  If time permits, have students search for multiple locations during a second rotation.  Have students pass around the iPad quickly to ensure all groups have access to the iPad.  Within the groups, have students find the mean, median, and mode of each region.  Higher students can discuss why the temperatures are vastly different in other regions of the world or compared to the distance from the equator, elevation, etc.
Class set or multiple iPads 
With students working in small groups or individually, have them find various locations around the world and find the mean, median, and mode for their locations.  As an added challenge, have students try to find a region thats current temperature is a certain number (maybe 76 degrees Fahrenheit).  Also, have advanced students convert fahrenheit to Celsius.
Independent work:
Students need to fill out the attached file individually in order to receive credit for the day.  All details must be included and complete sentences must be used for full credit.  
Conclusion:
To summarize the lesson, have students explain the differences that they found from the mean, median, and mode of various regions.  As the ticket out the door for the day, have students write 2 to 3 sentences in how a weatherman may use mean, median, and mode in the forecasts.
